Diet

Seed or pelleted diet (or combination of both) with
supplements of fresh fruits and vegetables given
daily. Conures are very active and have an ele-
vated need for fat. They should be fed a modest
amount of fruits, vegetables and nuts daily as
supplements to a healthy balanced diet. Discard
what is not eaten before it spoils. Conures like
quality and variety in their food.

Clean, fresh water should be available at all times.
We recommend the use of water bottles.

Supplements

Be sure to provide a cuttlebone and/or mineral

block at all times.

Housing

Birds adapt well to average household
temperatures; be cautious of extreme temperature
change; cage should be placed off the floor in an
area that is well-lit and draft free.Cages with
enough room for your bird to spread his wings
without them hitting the bars normally provide
ample room. The recommended size 1s at least an
18" x 18" x 18". Bar spacing should be 5/8" to 3/4".
As with all animals, it 1s best to provide the largest
habitat possible. Perches should be at least 1/2" in
diameter. A variety of perch sizes to exercise feet
and help prevent arthritis is recommended. A metal
grate over the droppings tray will keep the bird
away from droppings. Line

the tray with cage paper or paper towels for easier
cleaning. Do not use paper with colored ink. To
avold contamination, do not place food or water

containers under perches.

Normal behavior and Interaction

Sun Conures love to interact with their pet parents.
They require at least two hours of play time with
their companion each day. They can be taught
games and can even be potty trained. However,
they can become quite noisy if excited or ignored.
They love to chew, so they need plenty of toys to
chew on. Because they are so inquisitive, they need
to be supervised when out of the cage. Conures
also love to cuddle, whether 1t be just cuddling with
their companion or into something soft to go to
sleep. Many even sleep on their backs! Which 1s
normal.
